THE TARN MOOR TRUST
SUSTAINABILITY POLICY

The Trust manages its landholdings as a responsible landowner, and is committed to the principle of promoting sustainable environmental management systems.

To this end, the Trust will:
1. encourage sustainable agricultural practices, by, for example, the regular checking of soil quality, re-seeding and ploughing;
2. follow strict conservation practices in the development of natural woodland burial sites;

3. ensure that the maintenance of burial sites is ecologically viable and does not violate the nature reserve status;

4. promote rich biological diversity in the planting of trees and wild flowers, and in the management natural features, eg by coppicing, and by the replanting of hedgerows;

5. encourage the development of wildlife habitats eg bees;
6. promote the enjoyment of open spaces by providing public access via footpaths across Estate land;

7. encourage and demonstrate sustainable approaches to the  environment in construction, maintenance and refurbishment projects;
8. aim to minimise waste production eg by encouraging recycling practices in the Estate businesses;
9. aim to minimise the risk of pollution and environmental damage; and
10. comply with all relevant legal requirements

This policy and its implementation will be reviewed by the Trustees on an annual basis.
